MARCH 8-14, 2010 AS MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS AWARENESS WEEK 

IN THE TOWN OF NORTH WILKESBORO 

 

WHEREAS, Multiple Sclerosis (MS) is a chronic and disabling disease of the central nervous system in which the
